Cloud Nine is set in the nine-
teenth century in an African country ruled
by Britain, and Churchill satirizes the
repressive nature of the Victorian family,
the rigidity of narrowly prescribed gender
roles, and the phenomenon whereby
oppressed peoples in colonized countries
take on the identity of the colonizers.

the restrictions of both the genre of
comedy and Victorian ideology are loos-
ened in the more permissive society.
